@ Rotator Head Sprinkler: You can receive a rebate of up to a $50
when you purchase and install a rotator head sprinkler system.

@ Drip System: You can receive a rebate of up to $50 when you
purchase and install a drip system.

@ |Irrigation Efficiency Program (Including Turf Rebate Programs):
You can receive up to S500 per residential survey for
implementing recommended landscape upgrades to your
property.
