RE: CSD Request for RMA Monthly Data on Disposition of CSD Citations and Feedback on CSD’s CCR
Enforcement Priorities

Dear Greg:

At our March 20, 2019 Board meeting, CSD staff received direction from the Board to officially request
RMA provide regular statistics on RMA’s disposition of CSD issued citations.

We are requesting that RMA provide the disposition of the citations that CSD Security issues on a monthly
basis. CSD Security issues citations for certain RMA CC&R and parking violations. Each month the RMA
Compliance Committee meets and processes violations. The Committee dismisses, puts in abeyance or
assesses a fine for each violation. We would like to receive a report on the disposition of the citations
written by Security, by category such as speeding, stop signs, parking, park hours, guest without resident,
etc. We don’t need the names or address, just the disposition by type. For example, 30 speeding citations
issued, 25 fines upheld, four in abeyance and one dismissed. Fifteen parking citations, all fines upheld.

Providing this information will allow us to audit our enforcement duties and make sure we are focusing
our efforts in the right areas and meeting the expectations of RMA and the Compliance Committee. If
citations are being dismissed due to technical errors on the part of Officers, this information becomes
even more vital so we can provide additional training and supervision so future citations are not dismissed
simply for technical errors.

On another topic, after review of a list of the RMA CCR’s CSD assists in enforcing, the Board directed staff
to request RMA feedback on the top five (5) CSD-enforced CCR’s of most importance to RMA with the
intent for CSD to add extra focus in the areas of most concern.
