WHEREAS, the District and the property owner named above (“Developer”) have
approved the Developer Agreement Concerning Construction and Transfer of Utility System
Improvements dated as indicated above and for the development project described above (the
“Agreement”);

WHEREAS, Developer through a contractor has completed the construction and
installation of the utility system improvements (described as the “Work” in the Agreement) in
accordance with the terms and conditions of the Agreement;

WHEREAS, the District engineer has finally inspected, tested and approved the
completed Work on behalf of the District, and the engineer has recommended acceptance of the
Work by the District;

WHEREAS, the Developer has transferred all of its right, title and interest in the Work
to the District by way of a Bill of Sale dated November 14, 2022 (“Bill of Sale”);

WHEREAS, the District finds that all preconditions of the Agreement to the transfer of
the Work have been satisfied, and that the District is now ready and able to accept the
completed Work and Bill of Sale pursuant to the Agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Rancho
Murieta Community Services District as follows:

1. The District accepts the Bill of Sale from the Developer.

2. The District accepts the completed Work pursuant to the terms of the
Agreement.




3. After the date of this resolution, the District (a) will own, operate and maintain
the District-Owned Improvements portion of the Work as described in the Agreement and as
shown on the District-approved utility system improvement plans for the Work, and (b) provide
water, sewer, electric and propane service to the development project described above, on and
subject to the terms of the Agreement, applicable District ordinances, resolutions, regulations,
rules, policies, and rates and charges (as the same may be amended from time to time), and
other applicable laws and regulations.
